In this January Newsletter, | will explain why it is an issue with one email address for 2 members, ie a couple!

If a couple has one email address and one person uses this to Login the Website (called WIX) then the second person using that email will
not be recognised by the system when wanting to pay membership or apply member discount to concerts/events efc.

The reason is the WIX system does not accept 2 people with the same email (in the system this is an individual member identifier).
So, It is better if everyone has their own email address (if possible), so everyone -
+ Gets all the information sent to each member ie individual Newsletters, individual event discounts, individual membership renewal
reminder
¢ Individual Welcome Letter, Start and End Date of Membership, individual reminders for renewal and any other committee information
to members like Member Reports from the Committee etc.
If you are a couple and have your own email, contact me so | can help go through steps to set you up with your own email and Login in the WIX system.

If not, contact me so we can talk it through and | can help sort it with you (and | do the second membership manually) give a false email to
the system (Last name member number @gmail.com) so the system accepts his/her membership update.

But the person does not get any information (as this email goes nowhere!)
Sometimes there is a need to delete an old doubled up membership to fix this up - this also generates an email to you - | try to contact people
when this happens to let them know, so call to check if this happens.
